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Year 13 Curriculum and Assessment Plan for A-Level Business (EDQUAS)

	The curriculum and assessment of pupils at this stage of education has been carefully designed to promote deep learning of Business. By the end of the academic year students will:
· Use business terminology to identify and explain business activity.
· Apply business concepts to familiar and unfamiliar contexts.
· Develop problem-solving and decision-making skills relevant to business.
· Investigate, analyse and evaluate business opportunities and issues.
· Make justified decisions using both qualitative and quantitative data, including its selection, interpretation, analysis and evaluation and the application of appropriate quantitative skills.

Components 2 and 3 builds on the theory introduced in Component 1. The emphasis in component 2 is on understanding and using analytical techniques and developing appropriate business strategies. Learners need to understand, construct and analyse a range of decision-making models and investment appraisal methods used by businesses to decide on their strategy. Learners need to develop analytical skills to investigate business opportunities and problems in a number of different contexts and evaluate a range of quantitative and qualitative data to suggest possible strategic responses from businesses. Component 3 lends itself to the development of skills required for both higher education and career pathways with a wider understanding of the external environment which affects us all.
