	The curriculum and assessment of pupils at this stage of education has been carefully designed to promote deep learning of sociology. By the end of the academic year students will:

In Year 13, students will complete two units of controlled assessment- Unit 1 and Unit 3. This will build on knowledge they have already learnt in Year 12.
Unit 1:
· Analyse different types of crimes
· Understand the impact of the media when it comes to shaping the publics’ perception of crime
· Learn about why some criminal activity does not get reported to the police and the consequences this has on the public
· Learn how to use evaluation skills effectively when it comes looking at collection of crime data and campaign developments
· Have the opportunity to research into different criminal cases and campaigns that have been developed from criminal activity.
