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Year 10 Curriculum and Assessment Plan for MFL

	The curriculum and assessment of pupils at this stage of education has been carefully designed to provide a solid foundation for second language acquisition. 
Research shows that 75% of time communicating is spent listening and speaking, and our Year 7 MFL curriculum is built around this idea, ensuring that students have plenty of opportunities to hear, mimic and practise speaking the language before progressing onto the written form – just as you would when you learn your native language. We have designed our KS3 curriculum around a set of communicative functions so that students regularly practise the most useful sentence patterns, and we teach vocabulary in chunks to progress fluency and help with long-term memory recall. Through frequent exposure to the language of a particular topic, students will also be taught phonemes, syllables, lexis, grammar, syntax and meaning. Our aim is for students to routinise the language we teach so that they can retrieve it quickly and effortlessly in order to understand as well as speak and write confidently in the target language.

	Unit 1:  Identity and relationships with other 

All pupils will know:

Impact- Why do we teach this?

We use this topic in conjunction with the previous knowledge from KS3, so that students can describe themselves, their hobbies and where they live in substantial detail.
This topic builds on the grammar taught in the previous two, so it is used to cement key concepts such as present tense verb conjugations, adjective agreement, word order, negatives before students move onto more complex structures.
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	Unit 2: Work and education

All pupils will know:

Describe all aspects of their daily routine.
Talk about school.
Talk about the world of work.
Make plans for the future.
Compare the Tl culture to the UK one.

· End of unit tests.

· Written feedback given on specified pieces of writing and speaking throughout the topic.
Impact - Why do we teach this?
In this unit students will explore their immediate surrounding in TL.
They will have a close look at all parts of their daily routine at home but overall, during school days.
Students will navigate through their day-to-day routine, being able to name subjects, teachers… identify their routine and the differences between British and TL daily routines.
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	Unit 3: Healthy living and lifestyle

All pupils will know:
How to state what they eat and drink.
How to identify cultural foods.
How to ask for quantities.
How to state healthy and unhealthy dishes.
How to name healthy and unhealthy habits.
How to name actions to improve your health.
How to describe body parts.
How to describe someone’s body.
All pupils will be assessed by:
· Short knowledge quizzes at the end of every sub-unit of work to assess the recall of key lexical items.
· In-class formative assessment by the teacher
· Written feedback given on specified pieces of writing throughout the topic.
· A summative assessment testing listening, reading and writing skills.
· 
Impact - Why do we teach this?
In this unit students will get closer to the culture of the language they study, and they will have the chance to compare lifestyles.
They will give freedom to their imagination creating TL monsters.
And will get essential experience in role plays for their future GCSEs.
Apart from languages, this unit will allow students to think about the healthy and unhealthy routines they may have and think about how to improve those.



	Unit 4:  Free time activities

All pupils will know:
How to describe the weather 
How to say what they do in their free time
How to say what others do in their free time.
How to give opinions about different activities
How to describe what clothes they wear for different occasions. 
All pupils will be assessed by:
· Short knowledge quizzes every 3 lessons for key lexical items.
· End of unit tests.
· Data Feeds.
· In-class formative assessment by the teacher
· Written feedback given on specified pieces of writing and speaking throughout the topic.
Impact - Why do we teach this?
This topic leads on from the topic of the town. and grammatical structures
Students develop their opinions further with a wider range of phrases, including adjectives – a key skill they will need throughout their MFL careers.
Students build on the verb they learnt in the first unit to practise other fundamental present tense conjugations. 
Students further explore the idea of adjective agreement and word order within sentences. 

	Unit 5:  customs and festivals

All pupils will know:
How to give their opinion about different types of festivals and justify it.
How to describe a typical day at a festival in the present tense
How to make plans to go to a festival

All pupils will be assessed:
· Short knowledge quizzes every 3 lessons for key lexical items.
· End of unit tests.
· Data Feeds.
· In-class formative assessment by the teacher
· Written feedback given on specified pieces of writing and speaking throughout the topic.

Impact - Why do we teach this?
This topic continues to recycle vocabulary from Year 7 and Year 8, helping embed this in students’ long-term memories.
We build on the grammar taught throughout Year 7 (present tense, modal verbs, past tense) in this unit of work, so students are given further opportunities to practise and secure this knowledge. 

	Unit 6: Celebrity culture

All pupils will know:
· How to recognise singers and songs.
· How to recognise writers and books.
· How to recognise actor and films.
· How to recognise designers and brands.
· How to recognise restaurants.
· How to recognise Fashion week.
· How to recognise cinema festivals.


All pupils will be assessed by:
· Short knowledge quizzes at the end of every sub-unit of work to assess the recall of key lexical items.
· In-class formative assessment by the teacher
· Written feedback given on specified pieces of writing throughout the topic.


Impact- Why do we teach this?
· This topic links with the culture of the European countries.
· This unit will get them identified with the TL country where they will study differences and similarities as much as how do TL countries affect us in the UK.
· This unit will allow students to speak with cultural knowledge, explore other cultures and approach a more realistic learning of real life.
